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From the Rector 
Happy New Year!  This time of year, 

especially for church leaders, we are taking 
stock of our life together as a community.  
In our church, staff and vestry are 
preparing for the annual meeting, 
evaluating our ministry and setting goals 
for 2010.  This is also a time when new 
leaders are being called into ministry.  I 
hope that many of our members will be at 
church on February 7 to participate in 
worship and our annual meeting that 
begins at Noon. The 
annual meeting is an 
exciting and important 
time to be together as a 
parish.   
 This Epiphanytide 
we are also experiencing 
some transition, with Timõs being called to 
new ministry as Rector of All Saints 
Church in Glen Rock, NJ. You may be 
interested to know that we plan to hire a 
new full time Assistant to the Rector.  A 
grant for assisting clergy has been made 
by an anonymous donor to fund the 
position for three more years.  Over the 
next three years, the parish will cover 
increasing portions of this staff salary.  It 
is important that our community begin to 
financially support this position, rather 
than relying solely on the grant.  We have 
dramatically increased our giving over the 
last few years, so much so that this goal is  

 
realistic if we all continue to grow in our 
giving.  
Based on the current needs of our parish, 
I am finalizing a position description that 
will be posted on our website, on the 
Church Deployment Office site, and 
publicized through our diocesan 
deployment office.  We have already 
begun receiving inquiries and interest in 
the position.  I have invited several 
members, representing a cross section of 
our community, to help me with the 

search process.  These 
members are, Toppy 
Carlson, Bill Dench, Renee 
Haggerty, Bo Ivey, and 
Betsy Kelly.  I hope we 
will be welcoming our new 

staff member by June.   
  In the meantime, there is very good 
news to share:  on Sunday, January 24 the 
Revõd Edward Gammons, will be joining 
us as Interim Associate Rector.  Ned, as 
he is called, celebrated the 50th 
anniversary of his ordination to the 
priesthood on January 3, 2010.  He has 
served parishes in the dioceses of 
Pennsylvania, New Jersey, and Newark 
and has been a chaplain and teacher in 
Delaware.  Ned is retired, but continues to 
be very active in ministry in the Diocese 
of Rhode Island.  I have known Ned and

Music Notes 

 
This past Sunday the music room was 

wide open after the 10:30 service, while 
coffee was flowing out in the parish hall.  
A couple of younger kids drifted in ñ 
one had been entrusted with carrying the 
tambourine ñ and impromptu music 
emerged.  This is where it starts! Ideally, 
music is a natural, integral part of our life 
together as a community, not just in 
worship but many activities.  Every week 
since October, the congregationõs voices 
have grown steadily stronger as we sing 
the psalm in 10:30 worship.  In 
November, we òreinauguratedó hymn-
singing as an outreach activity with a 
musical visit to the Winslow Gardens 
elder housing.  At Christmas, the sounds 
of flute and trumpet enriched our 
anthems and hymns.  In Advent, new 
voices appeared in worship, including 
Tyler, who sang as cantor in an Advent 
service, and Marilyn, who joined the adult 
choir on a regular basis as an alto.

member of the choirs. Instrumentalists, 
and singers who might like to participate 
musically but cannot commit to a weekly 
schedule, are also welcome.  We look 
forward to our music growing, just as our 
congregation is, in 2010!

 The Vestry approved the 2010 budget with an amendment to reconsider staff salaries 
later in 2010.

 Budget expenses for 2010 are predicted to decrease by $11,554.   
 

 The Church of Epiphany 2010 Budget will be presented to and voted on by the 
community at the Annual Church Meeting on February 7, 2010.
