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From the Rector 
Through the season of Lent, many of 

us have been living the Simple Challenge, 
refraining from purchasing extra material 
goods and de-cluttering the extra things 
we have accumulated over time.  We are 
about to experience a new challenge and 
the gift of a sacred journey together as we 
enter into Holy Week.  
We begin on Palm 
Sunday followed by the 
Triduum, or Three Holy 
Days beginning on 
Thursday.  The three 
worship services of 
Maundy Thursday, 
Good Friday and the 
Great Vigil of Easter, 
are experienced as a 
whole, even though 
they take place over 
three days.  In the same way that we have 
lived differently during Lent, re-arranging 
priorities and physically and spiritually 
making more space for God and our most 
important relationships, I hope that 
members and friends of our community 
will rearrange their lives to make worship 
during the Triduum, the centerpiece of 
their lives during Holy Week.   
 Among leaders in our church, there is 
a certain electricity, and at the same time a 
sense of patient preparation and calm as 
we move toward Holy Week.  We have 

planned our worship; we know what the 
scriptures will be, what music we will sing 
and hear, and who will show up to offer 
ministry of all sorts and kinds.  Even 
though we have planned with faith, hope, 
and care, we are aware that what will 
actually take place during the Triduum is 
new every year.  The experience is fresh 
and surprising each year because we, 

ourselves are never the 
same.  God in Christ is 
revealed to us and 
changes us even as we 
participate in this 
worship of remembering 
and discovery.  At Easter 
we come face to face 
with the astonishing 
reality that God 
continues to make all 
things new in Christ.  

We are blessed to have one another as we 
journey together.  In this newsletter you 
will find a complete listing of the worship, 
fellowship, and service opportunities that 
will be offered from Holy Week through 
the beginning of Eastertide.   Remember 
that Easter lasts for fifty days and we have 
great celebrating to do as we witness the 
Risen Christ.  I hope that you will be 
present to experience the challenge and 
gift of life in Christ with your community 
in this sacred time.

Music Notes 

 
Holy Week is the most complex week, 
musically, in the liturgical calendar.  While 
our service music - the 'Kyrie Eleison', the 
chanted psalms, the gospel acclamation, 
and the reflective Sanctus and 'Lamb of 
God' - continues to reflect the 
introspection of Lent, our other music 
conveys a diverse devotional palette, 
ranging from the solemn acclamations of 
Palm Sunday, through the poignant drama 
of Maundy Thursday and Good Friday, to 
the expectation, supplication and triumph 
of the Great Vigil and Easter Day itself.  
As in previous seasons, some of our 
music dates back to the Middle Ages, 
especially the chanted portions of the 
Great Vigil - the 'Exsultet' and the Litany 
of the Saints. Those of you who have 
mixed feelings about standing or 
processing during the long chanted 
portions of the Great Vigil, might be 

interested to 
know that in the 

Middle Ages the 
'Exsultet' was sung 
by a deacon from a 
long scroll, 
sometimes illustrated 
with a series of 
paintings worked 
upside down into the 

scroll.  As the already-sung part of the 
scroll would hang upside-down over the 
back of the lectern, facing the 
congregation, people could ponder the 
pictures, while the cantor was still singing 
from the text on the other side.  And this 
was done long before computers. 
        We are blessed that our choirs have 
continued to grow during Lent, with two 
new adults and a new junior chorister.  
Junior choir, open to interested kids aged 
eight (or so) and up, now meets every 
Thursday afternoon, 4:30 to 5:30.  As 
ever, I am always happy to talk with any 
of you, big or small, who might be 
interested in singing, or in other musical 
contributions to our worship.

From the Associate Rector 

òThree Days to be 
Overwhelmed by Godõs Loveó 

       When I was a seminarian, I had the 
great good fortune to work in a parish 
which used a form for the ancient rites of 
Holy Week. These were unfamiliar to 
most Episcopalians; in this parish, the 
church was filled. The services were so 
special that 27 fellow seminarians came 
out to attend or take part. For me, this 
was like a conversion experience: I felt I 
knew Jesus in a way unimaginable before. 
Ever since those days, more than fifty 
years ago, my faith and my life have been  
renewed by sharing with others in Holy 
Weekõs great journey. 
   We focus on Thursday through 
Saturday, called the Great Three Days. 
They come to us through the diary of  
Egeria, a nun from what is now Spain, 
381-84 AD. She was in Jerusalem for the 
great days and left us a marvelous account 
of how her fellow Christians worshipped 
in those days. What she described spread 
all over the western Church. In time, 
many services became too complex and 
lost their earlier power.  

When the first Book of Common 
Prayer was compiled, these rites were not 
included, though we know that sketches 
for them were made. Holy Week was 
always observed, but some key parts of 
the worship were lost. In the twentieth 
century, these ancient rites were studied, 
made new, and were restored in many 
branches of the Church. The present 
Prayer Book (1979) is, to a significant 
extent, centered on the rites of Holy Week

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and Easter, and their meaning for our 
Baptismal life. They are meant to be 
understood as One Great Whole; a liturgy 
extending over three days to celebrate the 
fact that in the Supper, Cross, and 
Resurrection, we see the One Great 
Victory of God.  

On Thursday, we celebrate the Last 
Supper and the Washing of Feet: models 
for our common life but always looking 
ahead to Jesusõ arrest, trial, and 
crucifixion. The service calls us to stand 
with Mary and the faithful women at the 
foot of the Cross: not just to mourn, but 
even more, to grasp in awe the love of 
God which Jesusõ Cross makes plain to us. 
So we contemplate the Cross, then a sign 
of torture  and disgrace, now for us, the 
sign of Godõs overpowering love.  

The Prayers of the People on Good 
Friday, òThe Solemn Collectsó, were the 
model and form for the Intercessions at 
the Eucharist ever since. As we keep 

silence with our 
Lord buried, we 
recall the  ancient 
legend that in his 
death, Jesus 
descended into the 

place of departed spirits, bringing out 
those who had gone before.   

On Saturday the Three  Days are 
completed in The Great Vigil, the 
principal service of the Christian Year. In 
ancient times, the Vigil began at dusk and 
ended at dawn. We celebrate the Vigil in 
the darkness, because the Resurrection 
happened in the darkness; literally and 
symbolically. It starts with the lighting of 

the New Fire, the Lighting of the Paschal 
(Easter) Candle, and the spread of Light.  

In the darkness of our fear and sorrow, 
Godõs life renews light, and our life. We 
hear the story: Godõs story, which 
becomes our story. We celebrate Baptism 
(originally the only time for Baptism) and 
renew our own baptismal vows. Jesusõ 
Resurrection is proclaimed: all the lights 
go on, flowers and best vestments are 
seen, bells and music- a pandemonium of 
joy to celebrate the thunderclap of Godõs 
victory. We come to Godõs Table to be 
fed in the Eucharist, and continue the 
celebration with a feast in the parish hall.  

Thatõs much to do. Why? We are not 
play-acting. This is not mumbo-jumbo. In 
a very real sense, we, too, go to Jerusalem. 
We come to be close to Jesus. We come 
to know what he does for us. We want 
more than a nice thought about spring.  
We want to experience what life is like 
when Jesus, who was put to death, has 
risen and is at loose in our world.  I hope 
that you will join me in believing that 
nothing comes close to this.
